The Jefferson County Fair Board has implemented the
following policy on the use of 4 wheelers, golf carts,
and ATV®&: the use of the above vehicles is limited to
Fair Board members or their designees.

4-H & FFA CONDUCT RULES AND
APPEAL PROCEDURES

CONDUCT RULE FOR 4-H/FFA MEMBERS
lllegal acts including the possession or use of alcohol,
tobacco or illegal drugs will not be tolerated and a zero
tolerance policy will be enforced. Further, any 4-H or
FFA member who utilizes alcohol/tobacco while
exhibiting his or her project will be disqualified from
further participation in the County Fair even if the use
of alcohol/tobacco by the 4-H or FFA member is legal.
Violation of this rule shall result in the 4-H or FFA
member being prohibited from participating in the
remainder of the fair and forfeiture of any premium
earned. Any individual who is found to have violated
this rule shall have a right to protest pursuant to the
protest procedures set out in paragraph 3.

DEPARTMENT SUPERINTENDENT DECISIONS

No protest shall be based upon a claim that the judge
or judges are incompetent. A protest as to eligibility of
an animal or article to compete in any class or as to an
interpretation of a rule must be in writing and filed with
the Jefferson County Fair Board President before noon
the day after the class was shown. The Jefferson
County Fair Board President shall forward the protest
to the department superintendents. Any decisions
regarding the protest shall be made with a quorum
present from the committee that is comprised of
members of the 4-H Youth Committee, Extension
Council and the Fair Board; which is known as the
Advisory Committee. The ruling will be in the form of a
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written ruling. No Advisory Committee member shall be
entitled to vote on a matter involving his/her family or a
matter in which he or she has a conflict of interest.

Any individual affected by the decision shall have a
right to appeal pursuant to the protest procedures set
out in paragraph 3.

When an appeal is made as provided in paragraphs 1
& 2, it shall be made in writing and filed with a member
of the advisory committee IMMEDIATELY following the
incident in question. Any member of the youth
committee, extension council or fair board can initiate
the process. The committee shall hear the appeal
within 4 hours of the occurrence. Each complaint shall
be accompanied by a $25 cash deposit. If the appeal
is upheld, the $25 deposit shall be refunded to the
individual filing the protest. Expenses of proof shall be
assessed against the losing party. The three-member
committee shall affirm, reverse, or modify the decision
and its decisions shall be final. The decision shall be
made at the earliest possible time after the appeal is
filed.

YOUTH ACCOMODATION REQUEST

Must attend at least two Clover Kids meetings.

2. Pre-fair entry is required by June 11th.

3. Participants will receive a participation ribbon; no
premium money is given for Clover Kids projects.

Clover Kids Project Showcase

1. Clover Kids will have the opportunity to discuss
their showcase items with a caring adult at their
assigned time on Static Project Judging Day.

2. There is no limit to the number of items entered by
a Clover Kid. All items must be made by the Clover

Kid under adult supervision. Items may be made at

home, in school, at day care, or at camp.

3. All showcase items will be on display at the
Jefferson County Fair until Sunday, June 27th
at 6:00pm. ltems should be picked up at this time.

4. The Jefferson County Extension Office and the
Jefferson County Fair Board will use diligence to
ensure the safety of all items entered at the
Jefferson County Fair; however, we are not
responsible for damage or loss by fire, theft, etc.

5. Showcase items may be in any of these categories:

Class A: Animals — Showcase items related to

all species and types of animals. Live animals
may not be brought to the fair for this class.
Class B: Creative Arts — Showcase items
related to art, photography, and music.

Class C: Agriculture and Natural Resources
— Showcase items related to plants, agriculture,
and the environment. Notice: You will be totally
responsible for the care of your plants while
they are at the fair.

Class D: Family and Consumer Science —
Showcase items related to food, clothing, or
home decorating. Sewn or home-crafted items
can be included in this class.
Class E: Personal Development — Showcase
items related to, or created by the child, such
as stories, poems, etc.
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Class F: Science, Engineering, and
Technology — Showcase items related to
science, engineering, technology, or items
designed and built by the child, such as wood
items.

Class G: Other — Showcase items not included
under any of the above classes.

Clover Kids Pet Show

1. Clover Kids will have the opportunity to show the
audience and tell a caring adult about their pet.

2. Clover Kids Pet Show animals are only allowed on
the fairground during the entry and show time.

3. All pets must come properly restrained or
contained. Examples include on a leash, in a box,
cage, or bowl.

4. Livestock animals such as swine, horses, cattle,
poultry are not to be shown in the Clover Kids Pet
Show. All animals must be less than 200 pounds.

5. Clover Kids and pets must be supervised by an
adult at all times. The adult is responsible for both
the Clover Kid and pet.

6. Cats and dogs must have a current rabies
certificate. A copy of the rabies certificate must
be presented at the time of check-in.

7. Any female animal in season cannot be shown.

8. Clover Kids may show animals in the following
classes.

Clover Kids Dog Show

RULES & REGULATIONS

Please also refer to department rules.

All exhibitors at the Jefferson County Fair agree to
abide by all rules & regulations set forth in this
premium list and also abide with any rulings made
by the Fair Board not covered in this list, without
recourse.

Jefferson County Fitting & Show Preparation Rule

It is the intent that the 4-Hé&r take responsibility for

caring for and grooming his/her own animals (refer to

National Code of Ethics #3). If assistance is needed, it

should be aimed at helping the 4-Hér learn new skills.

ONLY the following persons will be allowed to assist:

a. Parent/Guardian of the exhibitor

b. Sibling of the exhibitor

c. Another Jefferson County 4-H/FFA member

d. Approved mentor (NOTE: mentor MUST be
screened and approved - turn in mentor& contact
info by May 15 to the Extension Office)

This includes all grooming, fitting, putting on
equipment, and bringing the animal to the show arena/
ring. This is for EVERY SPECIES of animals. Any
youth found in violation of this rule will be immediately
disqualified and the animal will be removed from the
fair grounds.

1. Livestock identifications must be completed by
May 15. NO EXCEPTIONS. Extraordinary
forgiveness MAY BE granted if a written request is
received by the Extension Council by June 1st.

2. All exhibits will be brought in at scheduled times
and must be put in pens and stalls as directed.

3. All trailers are to be parked in designated area
south of the barns.

4. No livestock (except horses) will be allowed outside
of the green fence at any time. All livestock are to
remain in the barns from 8:00am to 8:00pm, unless
being shown or prepared for shows. i.e. No cattle
to tie outs before 8:00pm or after 8:00am.

Any exhibitor bringing swine, beef, sheep, dairy
cattle/goats, meat goats, rabbits, or poultry must be
YQCA certified.
All animals released on Saturday at 8:00PM with
Superintendent approval.
All pens and stalls must be cleaned of manure, etc.
at the close of fair. Animals going home at the
end of fair must be checked out with the
Superintendent before the animals are loaded.
If this is not done, PREMIUM MONEY FOR
THAT EXHIBIT WILL BE FORFEITED.
Any Jefferson County 4-H/FFA member is eligible
to exhibit provided they are officially enrolled in 4-H
and/or FFA in Jefferson County by the deadline
and have completed at least 6 hours of 4-H/FFA
activity and given a presentation at a club meeting.
All projects must be under the daily care and
supervision of the exhibitor.
Animals must be in L)ossession of 4-H/FFA
member by May 15" of current year.
All Market Animals only show for one year.
Exception: exhibitors can choose to keep their
bottle calf/lamb and bring them back next year.
Proper identification must have been recorded on
4HOnline or with the Jefferson Co. Extension
Office by the deadline date:Market Beef—
December Weigh-In; Swine—March Identification
Day; Market Sheep, Bottle Lambs & Meat
Goats—April Weigh-In; Breeding Beef, Bucket/
Bottle Calves, Dairy, Dogs, Pets, Cats, Horses,
Poultry, Rabbit, Breeding Sheep—May 15
SUBSTITUTE EXHIBITOR- All showing must be
done by 4-H / FFA member owner. In case of
sickness or excused absence, an exhibitor may
select another 4-H / FFA member to show the
exhibit. Excused absences will be reviewed and
determined on a case-by-case basis. Absent
members will not be eligible for showmanship.
Substitute exhibitor must be a 4-H/FFA member
who is eligible to exhibit at the Jefferson Co. Fair.
ASSISTANT SHOWMEN-In case of two entries in
the same class the exhibitor may select another 4-
H / FFA member as an assistant. The substitutes
and assistants must be approved by the
department superintendent. Assistant exhibitor
must be a 4-H/FFA member who is eligible to
exhibit at the Jefferson Co. Fair.
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15. No one is allowed in the show ring except the 4-H/
FFA members showing, superintendents, judges, ring
leaders, and show clerks.

16. The stalls and pens must be cleaned before 8:00a.m.
each day and all refuse matter disposed of in
designated disposal areas.

17. It is the responsibility of each exhibitor to keep the
pen, stall, aisle, and area around his/her exhibit clean.

18. The Fair Board will not be responsible for any injury to
any exhibitor or exhibit.

19. No diseased animals will be housed on the grounds.
All animals must meet the State Health Requirements
of livestock for exhibitions at county shows and fairs.

20. Premiums will be awarded as follows: Blue, $3.00,
Red $2.00, White $1.00. All checks must be cashed
within 60 days of issue. Premiums will be paid only to
4H/FFA Exhibitors who meet the qualifications as set
forth in the 4-H Rules & Regulations and this list.

21. An animal cannot be a champion unless it is blue
ribbon quality.

22. All exhibitors in the show ring must wear 4-H/FFA
shirts respectfully. 4-H shirts must be official Jefferson
County 4-H t-shirts (Green or White) or chevrons may
be attached to a plain white t-shirt or blouse. Shirts
are available for purchase in the Extension Office.
THIS RULING APPLIES TO ALL 4-H & FFA
CLASSES. EXHIBITORS ARE TO WEAR BLUE
JEANS. This ruling also applies to the auction.
Special rules apply to horse/pony classes.

23. For purposes of showing, the official Jefferson County
4-H T-shirt MAY NOT be modified.

24. All market animals in beef, goats, and sheep must be
weighed at Jefferson County weigh in dates in order
to be eligible for rate of gain at the Jefferson Co. Fair.

25. At weigh-in/check-in, exhibitors must designate which
animals will load the market truck at the end of fair.
This applies to beef cattle, market goats, sheep, and
swine. All other animals will need to return home at
the end of fair.

26. Tie-outs will be on a first come, first serve basis.

27. All dogs must be kept on leashes at all times. No dogs
in the barns.

28. This fair follows the requirements set forth in the
4H202 document—Animal Identification, Weighing
and Exhibition Requirements.

29. Decision of superintendents for classes, breed
determinations, etc. is final.
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30. ALL 4-H/FFA PROJECTS (livestock and

animals, communications, clothing event, static
exhibits, etc.) are to be pre-entered in the
respective category on FairEntry no later than
June 11. Exhibitors who have made no attempt
to enter projects by the deadline are subject to
a $25 late fee.

Exhibitors that show beef, sheep, goats, swine,
poultry or rabbits may enter in the auction once per
species.

You do not need to sell an animal at the market
animal bid after the show to be eligible to sell in the
premium auction. (i.e. You can take all your
animals home after the fair and still be eligible for
the premium auction.)

STATE HEALTH REQUIREMENTS

Exhibitors are expected to know the state health
requirements. The decision of the official fair
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veterinarian will be FINAL.

ANY EVIDENCE OF WARTS, RINGWORM, FOOT
ROT, PINK EYE, DRAINING ABSCESSES OR ANY
OTHER CONTAGIOUS DIESEASE WILL ELIMINATE
THE ANIMAL FROM THE SHOW.

1. Horses will have a vet check at their mandatory
practice in June. All other animals will have vet checks
completed upon arrival on the Fairgrounds. Swine
cannot unload off the trailer until a vet check is
completed.

2. Each show must have an official veterinarian.

3. Quarantined animals or animals from quarantined
herds cannot be exhibited.

SWINE

1. Swine returning from an exhibition to its home herd
or moved to a purchaser® herd, following an exhibition
or consignment sale, must be isolated and retested
negative for pseudo rabies not less than 30 days and
not more than 60 days after reaching the swine®
destination. (Code of lowa 166D.13 (2))

SHEEP AND GOATS

1. All sexually intact sheep must have an individual
scrapie flock of origin identification tag.

2. All sexually intact goats that are housed with sheep
must have an individual scrapie flock of origin
identification tag.

3. Scrapies tags MUST be in the animal® ear by the
weigh-in/identification date for that animal.

POULTRY AND BIRDS

1. All poultry exhibited must come from U.S. Pullorum
Typhoid clean or equivalent flocks or have had a
negative Pullorum-Typhoid test within 90 days of
exhibition and the test must have been performed by
an authorized tester. However, iMarket Classesoof
poultry consigned to a slaughter establishment are
exempt from the Salmonella testing requirements.

2. A distance of ten or more feet and/or an eight-foot-
high solid partition must separate fMlarket Classesoof
poultry from all other poultry.

DOGS AND CATS
1. All dogs and cats must have a current rabies
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certificate.
2. Dogs must present a rabies certificate at the first
Dog Practice.

NATIONAL CODE OF
SHOW RING ETHICS

Exhibitors of animals at livestock shows shall at all
times deport themselves with honesty and good
sportsmanship. Their conduct in this competitive
environment shall always reflect the highest standards
of honor and dignity to promote the advancement of
agricultural education. This code applies to junior as
well as open class exhibitors who compete in
structured classes of competition. This code applies to
all livestock offered in any event at a livestock show. In
addition to the "IAFE National Code of Show Ring
Ethics," fairs and livestock shows may have rules and
regulations which they impose on the local, county,
state, provincial and national levels.

All youth leaders working with junior exhibitors are
under an affirmative responsibility to do more than
avoid improper conduct or questionable acts. Their
moral values must be so certain and positive that those
younger and more pliable will be influenced by their
fine example. Owners, exhibitors, fitters, trainers and
absolutely responsible persons who violate the code of
ethics will forfeit premiums, awards and auction
proceeds and shall be prohibited from future exhibition
in accordance with the rules adopted by the respective
fairs and livestock shows. Exhibitors who violate this
code of ethics demean the integrity of all livestock
exhibitors and should be prohibited from competition
at all livestock shows in the United States and Canada.

The following is a list of guidelines for all

exhibitors and all livestock in competitive events:

1. All exhibitors must present, upon request of fair and
livestock show officials, proof of ownership, length
of ownership and age of all animals entered.
Misrepresentation of Ownership, age, or any facts
relating thereto is prohibited.

2. Owners, exhibitors, fitters, trainers, or absolutely
responsible persons shall provide animal health
certificates from licensed veterinarians upon
request by fair or livestock show officials.
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3.
4.

Exhibitors are expected to care for and groom their
animals while at fairs or livestock shows.

Animals shall be presented to show events where
they will enter the food chain free of volatile drug
residues. The act of entering an animal in a
livestock show is the giving of consent by the
owner, exhibitor, fitter, trainer and/or absolutely
responsible person for show management to obtain
any specimens of urine, saliva, blood, or other
substances from the animal to be used in testing.
Animals not entered in an event which culminates
with the animal entering the food chain shall not be
administered drugs other than in accordance with
applicable federal, state and provincial statutes,
regulations and rules. Livestock shall not be
exhibited if the drugs administered in accordance
with federal, state, and provincial statutes,
regulations and rules affect the animal's
performance or appearance at the event. If the
laboratory report on the analysis of saliva, urine,
blood, or other sample taken from livestock
indicates the presence of forbidden drugs or
medication, this shall be prima facie evidence such
substance has been administered to the animal
either internally or externally. It is presumed that
the sample of urine, saliva, blood, or other
substance tested by the laboratory to which it is
sent is the one taken from the animal in question,
its integrity is preserved and all procedures of said
collection and preservation, transfer to the
laboratory and analysis of the sample are correct
and accurate and the report received from the
laboratory pertains to the sample taken from the
animal in question and correctly reflects the
condition of the animal at the time the sample was
taken, with the burden on the owner, exhibitor,
fitter, trainer, or absolutely responsible person to
prove otherwise. At any time after an animal
arrives on the fair or livestock show premises, all
treatments involving the use of drugs and/or
medications for the sole purpose of protecting the
health of the animal shall be administered by a
licensed veterinarian.

Any surgical procedure or injection of any foreign
substance or drug or the external application of
any substance (irritant, counterirritant, or similar
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10.

substance) which could affect the animal's
performance or alter its natural contour,
confirmation, or appearance, except external
applications of substances to the hoofs or horns of
animals which affect appearance only and except
for surgical procedures performed by a duly
licensed veterinarian for the sole purpose of
protecting the health of the animal, is prohibited.
The use of showing and/or handling practices or
devices such as striking animals to cause swelling,
using electrical contrivance, or other similar
practices are not acceptable and are prohibited.
Direct criticism or interference with the judge, fair or
livestock show management, other exhibitors,
breed representatives, or show officials before,
during, or after the competitive event is prohibited.
In the furtherance of their official duty, all judges,
fair and livestock show management, or other show
officials shall be treated with courtesy, cooperation
and respect and no person shall direct abusive or
threatening conduct toward them.

No owner, exhibitor, fitter, trainer, or absolutely
responsible person shall conspire with another
person or persons to intentionally violate this code
of ethics or knowingly contribute or cooperate with
another person or persons either by affirmative
action or Inaction to violate this code of ethics.
Violation of this rule shall subject such individual to
disciplinary action.

The application of this code of ethics provides for
absolute responsibility for an animal's condition by
an owner, exhibitor, fitter, trainer, or participant
whether or not he or she was actually instrumental
in or had actual knowledge of the treatment of the
animal in contravention of this code of ethics.

The act of entering an animal is the giving of
consent by the owner, exhibitor, fitter, trainer, or
absolutely responsible person to have disciplinary
action taken by the fair or livestock show for
violation of this Code of Show Ring Ethics and any
other rules of competition of the fair or livestock
show without recourse against the fair or livestock
show. The act of entering an animal is the giving of
consent that any proceedings or disciplinary action
taken by the fair or livestock show may be
published with the name of the violator or violators
in any publication of the International Association

of Fairs and Expositions, including Fairs and
Expositions and any special notices to members.
The act of entering of an animal in a fair or
livestock show is the giving of verification by the
owner, exhibitor, fitter, trainer, or absolutely
responsible person that he or she has read the
IAFE National Code of Show Ring Ethics and
understands the consequences of and penalties
provided for actions prohibited by the code. It is
further a consent that any action which
contravenes these rules and is also in violation of
federal, state, or provincial statutes, regulations, or
rules may be released to appropriate law
enforcement authorities with jurisdiction over such
infractions.

The objective of this class is to give recognition to
those exhibitors who exhibit the principles of good
showmanship, preparation of their animal for the
show ring and presentation of their animal in the
ring.

A showmanship class will be held at the conclusion
of each livestock division.

An exhibitor is eligible to participate in the
showmanship class if he/she exhibited an animal in
that division.

Each exhibitor must show his/her own animal.
Awards will be given in swine, sheep, dairy cattle
and goats, rabbits, poultry, goats, beef, and horse
divisions.

SENIOR SHOWMANSHIP-Having completed the
10™, 11™, or 12" grade.

INTERMEDIATE SHOWMANSHIP-Having
completed the 7™, 8" or 9th grade.

JUNIOR SHOWMANSHIP-Having completed the
4™ 5" or 6™ grade.

Champion Senior, Intermediate, and Junior
Showman in each division will receive a plaque.
Purple showmanship ribbons will be awarded to
those selected by the judge for showmanship
honors.

.An exhibitor may compete each year and be

eligible to win.
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12. An exhibitor may only win once in the Junior and
Intermediate Levels. After winning showmanship in
their age level, they will then compete in the next
level the following year with the Senior Level being
the exception.

HERDSMANSHIP AWARD

The Jefferson County 4-H Youth Committee will
sponsor the herdsmanship awards.The purpose of
these awards is to promote neatness and cleanliness
of stalls, alleyways, and livestock in the exhibit barns
during the County Fair. Safety of visitors while in the
barns, as well as exhibitors and livestock, will be
emphasized. A special committee will rate livestock
exhibits on a 4-H Club or FFA Chapter basis during the
fair. This committee will visit the livestock barns at
least once a day, unannounced to evaluate each
individual® animals and exhibit area. Individual
exhibitor ratings will be grouped on a club or chapter
basis to determine a final rating. The judging of the
exhibits by committee will be based primarily on
cleanliness of alleys, stalls, pens, arrangement of
exhibits, neatness, appearance of animals, stall cards
and attendant, and education to the public about their
exhibit.

Criteria for Judging Herdsmanship
The following applies to all pens or stalls for livestock:
1. Name of club, member, and animal properly
identified on stalling cards
2. Amount of education shared with the public about
the livestock exhibits.
Stall or pen cleaned of manure, fresh bedding or
chips put down, if needed.
Animal(s)6appearance is clean and groomed.
No tack is left in stalling or pen area.
Poultry and Rabbits: Water and feed may remain
in pen, check to see that the feed and water are
clean. Area under pen should be kept clean.
Hogs: Feed pans should not be kept in pens.
Cattle: Tied properly as not to step into the aisle
area or tangle with other calf. No feed pans or
water left in stalls.
9. Sheep & Goats: Feed pans out of the pens and
water may be left if it is clean.
10. Species will not be judged the morning of their
show.

A stockpile of bedding will be
available for exhibitors to freshen stalls during fair.
The Jefferson County Fair Board will clean out
stalls after the fair.
Tack stalls will be designated and show boxes must
be placed in the designated locations. Show boxes
cannot be placed with the exhibitors cattle. NO
FEED STORAGE ALLOWED IN BEEF BARNS.
Feed cannot be placed in the designated Tack Stall
locations.
Tack may be placed beginning Monday at noon.
(At the owner® risk; barns will be unattended.)
Only one fan per animal will be allowed. All fans
must have protective screen and have safe wiring.
THE USE OF BUTT FANS IS PROHIBITED IN ALL
BEEF BARNS. All fans must move air in the same
direction.
ALL ANIMALS RUN THROUGH EITHER WEIGH-
IN CHUTE OR CHUTE TO CHECK TATTOO.
Steers must be castrated or banded by May 15.
Heifers showing in the market heifer classes will not
be eligible to be shown in the breeding beef
classes, and vice versa.

Previous yearsoBottle Bucket calves are only
eligible to compete in appropriate Return Bottle
Bucket classes or appropriate market or breeding
classes; not both.

Commercial heifers will be shown by weight.

It is the responsibility of the exhibitor/4-H family to
monitor the show& progress and be ready to enter
the ring when the class is called; after the final call,
judging will commence.

Superintendents have the right to combine classes.
Painting, dyeing and use of color agents on beef
animals will not be condoned by Jefferson County
Fair. Beef projects which show evidence of this will
not be permitted into the show ring. If a color or
coloring agent rubs off an animal rubbed with either
a towel or hand, that animal will be disqualified. All
division champions will be wiped with a towel to
check for color and coloring agents prior to entering
the show ring for the championship drive.

MARKET BEEF

Market steers and heifers must have been weighed
and ear tagged during weigh-in in December.
Identification of animals must be done in 4HOnline
by February 1. Entering animals in classes in Fair
Entry must be done by June 11.

Each exhibitor may weigh and identify up to six
market animals (steers & heifers) at the December
Weigh-In.

Does & Billys must have coats cleaned and
show clipped, hooves properly trimmed and filed.

4. Must be shown with collar or halter

5. All market animals must be uniformly clipped with
3/8 inch length of hair or less above the knee and
hock joints to include the head, excluding the tail,
prior to arrival on the grounds. All goats should
arrive to the Fairgrounds clipped and show ready.
Trimming is allowed but must arrive fully clipped.

6. Bracing is allowed. However, all goats must have
four feet on the floor in the show ring at all times.
Lifting feet off the ground or placing them on any
support or altered ring surface is not acceptable.
Exhibitors will receive one warning if they are found
lifting or slapping goats. Second offenses will result
in automatic exhibitor disqualification.

7. Market Meat Goats must weigh a minimum of 40
pounds at show time. All meat goats will be
weighed before being allowed to enter show ring.
Wethers will be weighed at sheep weigh in.

8. Noicing or cold sleeves will be permitted.
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9. Any evidence of foot rot, sore mouth, breathing
problems, pink eye, open sores or any other
contagious disease will eliminate the animal from
the show. All sexually intact goats that are housed
with sheep must have an individual scrapie flock of
origin ID tag.

10. Proof of Identification will be verified at entry day.

1. JEFFERSON COUNTY WILL FOLLOW 4-H
RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR EQUINE
SHOWS IN IOWA. A current version of this rule
book are available in the Extension Office.

2. The Jefferson County fitting rule is in effect for the
horse department. (See page 16)
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Horse measurements and required vet check is
performed at the last scheduled horse practice.
Attendance is mandatory unless prior
arrangements have been made.

Identification of animals must be done by May 15 in
4HOnline. Entering animals into classes must be
done by June 11 in Fair Entry. This is when
exhibitors will identify which horse they will be
showing in each class and identify which classes
they will be exhibiting in for points.

Each exhibitor is limited to one horse per CLASS.
Exhibitors may identify 5 horses, but may only
exhibit 3.

Exhibitors may only show in 6 classes for buckle
points, NOT including horsemanship and
showmanship. They may enter other classes, but
no points will accumulate.

A member must show in a showmanship class and
horsemanship class in order to show in any other
class.

This division is open to 4-H & FFA members who
have properly enrolled with their respective club or
chapter and are in good standing according to the 4
-H Participation Policy of their school and FFA
chapter.

10. All 4-H/FFA members who wish to show at the

Jefferson County Fair must attend, and bring a
horse to, at least TWO horse workout practices
prior to Fair. Junior and first time horse project
members must have a guardian or parent stay that
is 18 years or older.

This division will be divided into sections for horses
and ponies.

Yearlings must have been born
between January 1 and December 3I, 2020. Two
year olds must have been born between January 1
and December 31, 2019.

19.Horse Helmet Rules: All 4-H and FFA youth must
wear American Society of Testing Materials
(ASTM) and Safety Engineering Institute (SEI)
approved protective head gear when mounted and
riding in any 4-H horse riding activity. Jefferson
County Fair, lowa State Fair and lowa State
University make no representation or warranty,
express or implied, about any protective headgear,
and cautions riders that death or serious injury
may result despite wearing such headgear as all
equestrian sports involve inherent dangerous risk
and as no helmet can protect against all
foreseeable injuries.

20.All classes will be judged at age levels (Junior,
Intermediate, and Senior). Age levels will enter the
ring separately unless there are not enough entries
at which time the age levels will enter the ring
together, but judged separately.

All
performances must be appropriate for presentation
to a general audience.

4. All performers must turn in a completed 4-H Share-
The-Fun Report form by Monday, June 21 to the
Extension Office to confirm stage setup, music, etc.

EXTEMPORANEOUS SPEAKING—Class 11400
Purpose: Extemporaneous speaking is to encourage
the development of communication skills by providing
an opportunity to think, organize thoughts, prepare a
speech, and respond to questions when given a limited
amount of preparation time.
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Participants must have completed 9th through 12th
grade in order to qualify for the lowa State Fair.
Thirty minutes before program, each participant will
draw three of the available topics, selecting one to
speak on. The selected topic will not be available to
the other participants in the speaker® assigned
room. The general nature of the topics will relate to
4-H. The other two topics drawn but not chosen will
be returned to the available topics for the other
participants.

A participant will not be allowed to leave the
preparation room until it is time to speak, nor may a
participant receive help from a parent, leader, other
adult or any other youth.

Reference materials are to be reviewed by program
official. Participant may bring books, magazines or
newspaper clippings for reference during the 30
minutes of preparation. Material must be printed &
cannot be notes, outlines or speeches prepared by
the participant or by another person for use in this
program. Some relevant reference material will be
available in the preparation room. This material will
consist of historical material related to the 4-H
program.

Each speech will be the result of the 4-Hérs own
efforts using approved reference material. No other
assistance may be provided. Plain 3x5 note cards
will be provided for each participant. If notes are
used, the 3x5 cards provided must be used in
delivering the speech. Only notes made during the
preparation period may be used.

Each speech shall be not less than four but no more
than six minutes with five minutes additional time
allowed for related questions, which shall be asked by
the judge. Participant will be shown time cards in an
ascending order by the time keeper. Stop will be said
at 6 minutes.

Participant will be expected to introduce his/her
speech by the title only.

Participants are not permitted to use any props,
gadgets, posters or audio visuals of any sort. A
podium will not be available.

Speeches will be evaluated using the criteria of:
Content related to topic, knowledge of the subject,
organization of material, power of expression, voice,
stage presence, general effect and response to
questions.
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10. A judge® critique/conference with each participant
will be included as a part of the program.

4-H STATIC EXHIBITS

GENERAL EXHIBIT RULES

1. Eligible exhibits are an outgrowth of work done as
a planned part of the 4-Hérs participation in 4-H
projects or programs during the current 4-H year.
Exhibits can be done by an individual or group and
may represent all or part of the learning in the
project or program.

3. Exhibits that do not comply with the class
description, size guidelines, copyright restrictions,
safety and approved methods will be disqualified
and not put on public display.

4. Exhibits might be, but are not limited to, an actual
product, poster, display box, report, notebook,
model, video or audio recording, etc.

5. If the exhibitor chooses a display to illustrate what
was learned: Posters may not exceed 2 43 6id
size. Chart boards, graph boards, project
presentation boards, model displays, etc., may not
exceed 4 8>04 8i0 size. Maximum size is
determined by measuring the flat (unfolded)
dimensions. Display boxes may not exceed 2 80
2 2i0 height or width and 1 20 depth.

6. Endangered and threatened plants and animals
(includes insects), or songbird feathers and nests
may NOT be used in any exhibit.. Live specimens
of noxious weeds or invasive species are NOT
permitted in any exhibit. Dried specimens are
acceptable to use in exhibits.

7. Copyrighted materials and designs may not be
used in an exhibit that is presented as original work
by the exhibitor. Exhibitors must include
permission from the copyright holder/owner when
using copyrighted materials. Exhibitors must give
proper credit to the original source of all materials/
designs used in exhibits. (See also special rules for

If a 4-H goal
was set prior to doing a project that was evaluated
at school it can be exhibited at the fair.
Exhibitors may not exhibit two identical exhibits. A
new learning experience or knowledge should be
gained from preparing each exhibit.

All members selected for the State Fair will receive
a packet of information at checkout time regarding
how to proceed, deadlines and what is required to
exhibit at the lowa State Fair.

The Jefferson County Fair Board & the Jefferson
County Extension Staff will use diligence to insure
the safety of all articles exhibited, but will not be
responsible for damage or loss by fire, theft, etc.
Exhibitors should not send small items that have
special meaning and historical value as the exhibit
or part of an exhibit.

All exhibits will be released Sunday, June 27 at
6pm.

Outstanding Project Awards are not restricted to
State Fair selected items.

Most exhibit classes have specific guidelines and
requirements that will be included in the judging process.

CLASS 10110 — ANIMAL SCIENCE

An exhibit (other than the animal itself) shows the
learning about a large or small animal including beef,
dairy cattle, dairy goats, dogs, horse & pony, meat
goats, pets, poultry, rabbits, sheep and swine.
Ownership of animal is not required.

CLASS 10120 — VETERINARY SCIENCE

An exhibit that shows learning about keeping animals
healthy, animal diseases, animal/human health
interaction, or other learning related to Veterinary
Science.

AGRICULTURE & NATURAL
RESOURCES

CLASS 10210 — CROP PRODUCTION & PLANT
SCIENCE

An exhibit that shows learning about the growth, use,
and value of field crops, plant growth, soils and soil
fertility, or any other learning related to Crop
Production and Plant Science.

CLASS 10220-CONSERVATION, ENVIRONMENT &
SUSTAINABILITY

An exhibit that shows the connections between
humans and their environment including energy, energy
conservation, stewardship, conservation, creating
habitat, etc.

CLASS 1 0 22ENTOMOLOGY

Any exhibit that shows learning from an entomology or
bee project (excluding live specimens) that is an
outgrowth of an entomology or bee project learning
experience. Includes specimen collections and may
include products (ex: honey) or equipment as part of
the display.

Class 1 0 22FISH AND WILDLIFE
Any exhibit that shows learning about a fish and/or
wildlife project or program such as identification,
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habitats, harvest, taxidermy, etc. Any specimens must
have been legally taken and must include information
about date and location of harvest, and who the
specimen was acquired from if not self-harvested.
Feral pigs (including Russian/European Boar) are NOT
permitted in taxidermy exhibits.

An exhibit that shows learning about the growth, use
and value of plants, soils, small fruit production,
vegetable and flower gardens, plant nutrition, careers,
etc. (Garden crops and herbs are exhibited in classes
in the Horticulture Dept.)

CLASS 10235 — HOME GROUNDS IMPROVEMENT
An exhibit that shows learning about landscape plans,
selection of landscape plants, ornamental garden
features, home yard improvement, storage sheds,
careers, etc.

CLASS 10240 — OUTDOOR ADVENTURES

An exhibit that shows learning about backpacking,
biking, camping, canoeing, fishing, hiking or other
outdoor activities.

CLASS 10250 —SAFETY & EDUCATION IN
SHOOTING SPORTS

An exhibit that shows learning about safe and
responsible use of firearms and archery equipment or
wildlife management. (The exhibit may not include
actual firearms; archery equipment allowed if tips are
removed from the arrows.)

CLASS 10260 - OTHER AG & NATURAL
RESROUCES

An exhibit that shows learning about agriculture or
natural resources and does not fit in any of the classes
listed above.
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CREATIVE ARTS

CLASS 10310 - MUSIC

An exhibit that shows learning about musical
performance, composition and arrangements,
instruments, musical styles, or history.

CLASS 10320 - PHOTOGRAPHY

Limit of 10 entries

An exhibit, either photo(s) or an educational display,
that shows learning about photography from choosing
a camera to modifying your photo. Still photos only, not
video.

Photography Special Rules:

1. Photographs may be either black and white or
color. They may be processed from negatives,
slides or digital cameras and computer
manipulation programs. Photographs must have
been taken since previous county fair.

2. Photographs should be a minimum of 5 70 .
Finished size (including mounting/matting) of single
photographs may not exceed 1 101 4 Exception:
Panoramic photos must not exceed 2 4in length.

3. All photographs must be printed on photographic
paper.

4. Mounted photos can be (a) flush-mounted (no
mounting board showing) on mounting board, or (b)
with mount borders (window mat or flat mount
directly on board). Exhibitors may cut their own
mounting boards, use ready cut window mats or
have matting done professionally. 4-Hers are
responsible for design decisions such as border,
color and size. Framed photographs (including
floating frames) will not be judged.

5. For county-fair only, non-mounted photos may be
exhibited in a clear plastic covering.

6. A series is a group of photographs or slides (3-5)
that are related or tell a step-by-step story.
Photographs must be mounted together in a story
order or sequence. Slides should be numbered.
Finished size of individual photographs in a series
should not exceed 6 @ 8 O .

7. Digitally altered photos should include a copy of the
photo before the changes.

8. Subject matter of photographs must be in good
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taste and be appropriate for public display in a 4-H
setting.

9. Photographs depicting unsafe practices or illegal
activities will not be displayed.

10.4-H photography exhibitors must use the Photo
Exhibit Label to provide required information for
photo exhibits.

11.Exhibits entered in 4-H Photography are not
eligible to exhibit in the FFA photography show and
vice-versa.

CLASS 10325 — DIGITAL PHOTOGRAPHY EXHIBIT
A photo or series of photos submitted electronically,
not printed. Photos in this class will be submitted,
viewed, evaluated, and displayed electronically.

Digital Photography Special Rules:

1. Photographs may be either black and white or
color.

2. Photographs will not be printed.

3. Entries may be a single photo or a series of photos.
A series is a group of photographs (3 to 5) that are
related or tell a step-by-step story. Series photo
entries must have all photos in the series viewable
at the same time.

4. Photos entered should be submitted in the highest
resolution possible. A finished file size of 1 MB —

3 MB is recommended.

5. Photos should be submitted in an acceptable and
commonly used format for ease of viewing.

6. Subject matter of photographs must be in good
taste and be appropriate for public display in a 4-H
setting.

7. Photographs depicting unsafe practices or illegal
activities will not be displayed.

8. 4-H photography exhibitors must use the Photo
Exhibit Label to provide required information for
photo exhibits. The photo label may be submitted
electronically for this class only.

9. Photos entered in this class will be evaluated on
the same evaluation criteria used for printed
photographs.

10. Exhibitors entered in 4-H Photography are not
eligible to exhibit in the FFA Photography show and
vice-versa.
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CLASS 10340 - CREATIVE PHOTOGRAPHY

A single photograph or photographic image that has
been created with an alternative photographic process,
or a photograph that was creatively edited or modified
beyond reality in a creative, imaginative and
experimental way to make it more interesting and
visually engaging. Could be a composite of multiple
overlapped photographs.

Creative Photography Special Rules:

1. Photograph/image may be mounted or submitted
(uploaded) as a digital image.

2. Photograph/Image, if mounted, must be mounted
on foam core no smaller than 4 x46and no larger
than 1 0>01 0in height and width. No matting and
no framing is allowed, put your creativity into the
photography!

3. Photograph/Image can be created from film
negative, digital negative, or digitally manipulated in
computer.

4. Printed photographs must be on photo paper,
canvas, or other flat material.

5. Exhibit must have Photo Exhibit Label on back with
required information for photo exhibits. Include
information about the processes used.

6. Subject matter must be in good taste and be
appropriate for public display in a 4-H setting,
photographs depicting unsafe practices or illegal
activities will not be displayed.

CLASS 10345 - PHOTOGRAPHY IDE
EDUCATIONAL DISPLAY

An exhibit that demonstrates learning about
photography that does not fit into any previous
photography class. This class includes photos printed
on canvas, fabric, ceramic, etc. as part of an
educational display showing learning about printing
techniques, display, merchandising, etc.

CLASS 10350 — VISUAL ARTS - ORIGINAL ART

An exhibit that shows learning through creation of
original art. Original art is a one of a kind, non
replicable design of your creation. By using one
medium or a combination, an individual creates an
authentic work of art that is not recognizable as
another's work. You must explain the application of the
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most relevant design element(s) and art principle(s)
featured in this exhibit. Describe your inspirations,
reasons, feelings, and/or motives for creating this work
of art.

CLASS 10355 - VISUAL ARTS - DESIGN, PROCESS,
OR TECHNIQUE EXPLORATION

This exploration class emphasizes process and
provides an individual the opportunity to explore a
medium, practice a sKkill, or study and apply elements
and principles of art and design. An explanation of the
application of design elements or art principles used
when making the exhibit must be included. This exhibit
may be an object, portfolio, display, poster, or
organized sketchbook. If a non-original design source
is used, its origin (where the idea was found, any
pictures, sketches, etc.) must still be credited,
acknowledged or have copyright permission obtained.
See visual arts special rule #5.

CLASS 10360 - VISUAL ARTS - OTHER VISUAL
ART IDEAS/TOPICS

Exhibits might include the study and research about an
individual artist, style, craft, business or marketing
process, planning group tour, career options, etc

Visual Arts Special Rules:

1. Exhibits made from kits or preformed molds will not
be accepted. Exception: Preformed molds
(greenware, whiteware) may be used to provide the
appropriate surface for a process technique or
application of original design.

2. If the exhibit is a finished art object, the source or
inspiration of the design, design sketches, or other
process for creating the object and design must be
included. For additional information see the Visual
Arts and Design Elements & Art principles Exhibit
Tip Sheets at https://www.extension.iastate.edu/4h/
exhibit-tip-sheets .

3. If the exhibit is a finished art object, information
must be included explaining the application of
design elements and art principles used in creation
of the work.

4. Original works of art must be a creative expression
of a design unique to the artist, or represent a
significant modification to an existing design to
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make a new and original statement by the artist.

5. Exhibition of derivative works created by a 4-Hér is
prohibited without the written permission of the
original copyright holder/owner. Use of copyrighted
or trademarked designs, images, logos, or
materials in 4-H visual arts exhibits is prohibited
unless written permission has been obtained from
the copyright or trademark holder/owner. For
additional information, see 4-H Exhibit Copyright
Information at https://
www.extension.iastate.edu/4h/visual-art.

FAMILY & CONSUMER SCIENCES

CLASS 10410 - CHILD DEVELOMENT

An exhibit that shows learning about children.
Examples: child care, growth and development, safety
and health, children with special needs, and careers in
child development. Exhibits that include items intended
for use with children (books, toys, learning games,
babysitting kits, etc.) should include information about
what you have learned 1) about children while creating
and using the exhibit or 2) what the child(ren) learned
from use of the item(s) in the exhibit.

CLASS 10420 - CLOTHING & FASHION -
CONSTRUCTED/SEWN GARMENTS &
ACCESSORIES

A constructed garment or accessory (sewn, knitted,
crocheted, or other process) that shows learning about
style, fashion, design, thrifty spending, wardrobe
planning, types of fabrics, and clothing care. Exhibits
must be intended to be worn by humans.

CLASS 10422 - CLOTHING & FASHION -
PURCHASED GARMENTS & ACCESSORIES
Purchased garments or accessories that shows
learning about style, fashion, design, thrifty spending,
wardrobe planning, types of fabrics, and clothing care.
Exhibits must be intended to be worn by humans.

CLASS 10424 - CLOTHING & FASHION - OTHER
IDEAS/EDUCATIONAL EXHIBITS

Any other educational exhibit that shows learning about
clothing and fashion including but not limited to design
illustrations, exploration of clothing styles, careers,
clothing care, etc.
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Clothing and Fashion Special Rules:

1. If the ouftfit is selected to advance to the lowa State
Fair and the exhibitor is selected to attend the 4-H
Awardrobe Clothing Event with the same ouftfit, the
exhibitor will have to choose. Outfits or accessories
which will be worn during the Awardrobe Clothing
Event may not be entered as a 4-H lowa State Fair
exhibit.

2. Exhibits in classes 10420 and 10422 must include
information about application of design elements
and art principles. Exhibits in class 10424 should
include information about application of design
elements and art principles if appropriate for the
exhibit.

CLASS 10430 - CONSUMER MANAGEMENT
An exhibit that shows learning through savvy
budgeting, comparison shopping, money
management, and consumer rights and
responsibilities.

CLASS 10440 - FOOD & NUTRITION - PREPARED
PRODUCT

An exhibit of a prepared food product that shows skills
or learning about cooking, baking, eating and choosing
healthy foods, or safety practices through the making
of a prepared food product. See Food & Nutrition
Special Rules below and HS 76 fFoods for lowa 4-H
Fairs — Quick Reference Guideoat https://
store.extension.iastate.edu/product/64 34 for additional
information regarding prepared food products.

CLASS 10442 - FOOD & NUTRITION - PRESERVED
PRODUCT

An exhibit of a preserved food product that shows skills
or learning about food preservation through the making
of a prepared or preserved food product. Processed
honey may be exhibited in this class. See Food &
Nutrition Special Rules below and HS 76 iFoods for
lowa 4-H Fairs — Quick Reference Guideoat https://
store.extension.iastate.edu/product/6434 for additional
information regarding preserved food products

CLASS 10445 - FOOD & NUTRITION -
EDUCATIONAL DISPLAY
An educational exhibit (poster, report, display) that
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shows skills or learning about cooking, baking, eating
and choosing healthy foods, meal planning & service,
safety practices, or food preservation. See Food &
Nutrition Special Rules below and HS 76 ifoods for
lowa 4-H Fairs — Quick Reference Guideofor additional
information regarding prepared and preserved food
products. Exhibits showing learning about meal
planning & service must include a menu.

Food & Nutrition Special Rules:

1. Review publication HS 76 fFoods for lowa 4-H
Fairs — Quick Reference Guideoat https://
store.extension.iastate.edu/product/6434 for
information regarding prepared and preserved food
products.

2. Any exhibit considered to be a food safety risk or
portray a food safety risk will not be accepted,
judged or displayed.

3. All food products/exhibits should be appropriate for

human consumption.

Food product exhibits must be prepared, baked or

cooked using only food grade utensils and

containers.

Products that require refrigeration will not be

accepted, judged or displayed.

Meat jerky products are prohibited.

The recipe must be included for any prepared food

exhibit; credit the source of the recipe.

Preserved foods must include the Food

Preservation Exhibit Label. Only food processed

after August 1, 2020 is acceptable. Current USDA

and/or lowa State University guidelines for home
food preservation must be used. Processed honey
must include the Honey Exhibit Label.

9. Preserved food exhibits must include two product
samples. One will be opened for evaluation and
discarded; the second will be placed on display and
returned to the exhibitor. All perishable food
products will be discarded when removed from
display.

10. Prepared foods should be placed on a firm
disposable plate or flat cardboard. Place food
product exhibit in a reclosable plastic bag with
entry tag fastened outside the bag. Recommended
number of items to include with the exhibit:
Cookies, cupcakes, bars, muffins, rolls, etc. — four
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to six items; Cakes, loafs, pies, etc. — one whole
product.

11. The use of alcoholic beverages in the preparation
or production of 4-H food exhibits is NOT
permitted.

CLASS 10450 - HEALTH

An exhibit that shows learning through food choices,
safe activities and skills such as first aid and CPR,
careers and healthy lifestyle choices.

CLASS 10460 - HOME IMPROVEMENT

An exhibit that shows learning in planning, improving
and caring for your home living space, including
extended personal living areas immediately adjacent to
the home. Exhibits may include new or refinished/
reclaimed/restored items. Exhibits showing learning
about home design, furniture, home accessories, and
fabrics must include information about how design
elements and art principles were applied.

Home Improvement Special Rules:

1. Items entered must be ready for display in the
home: pictures framed, wall hangings and pictures
ready to hang, etc. Make sure hangers are strong
enough to support the item. Command Strips or
other quick attach products are usually not
adequate hangers. Items not ready for display will
be dropped one ribbon placing.

CLASS 10470 - SEWING & NEEDLE ARTS -
CONSTRUCTED ITEM

Sewn, knitted, crocheted, or other process that shows
learning and skill in sewing, knitting, crocheting, or
other needle arts. May include the construction of
household items such as pillowcases, curtains, table
runners, quilts, wall hangings, or other items. Exhibits
in this class are not intended to be worn by humans.
Include information about application of design elements
and art principles if appropriate for the exhibit.

CLASS 10472 - SEWING & NEEDLE ARTS - OTHER
IDEAS/EDUCATIONAL EXHIBITS

Any other educational exhibit that shows learning
about sewing and needle arts including but not limited
to construction techniques, use and care of fabrics and
fibers, design illustrations, decorative processes,
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careers. Include information about application of design
elements and art principles if appropriate for the exhibit.

CLASS 10480 -OTHER FAMILY & CONSUMER
SCIENCES

An exhibit that demonstrates learning about family and
consumer science topic that does not fit any previous
Family & Consumer Science class listed.

CLASS 10490 - SPECIAL EXHIBITION: $10 MEAL
CHALLENGE

Create a balanced, nutritious meal for family of four (4)
that includes a serving from each of the five good
groups for each person. Information regarding food
groups and recommended daily servings can be found
on the USDA MyPlate website
www.choosemyplate.gov

$10 Meal Challenge Special Rules:

1. Exhibit may be from an individual or group effort.

2. The meal must serve at least a family of four (4) people
and total expense on receipt must not exceed $10..

3. The meal must include a serving for each person from
each of the five (5) food groups — Fruit, Vegetable,
Protein, Grain, Dairy.

4. The exhibit will be a poster (maximum size 2 0503 0 0 )
that shows the menu (including portion size), meal type
(breakfast, lunch, dinner), grocery receipt, and photos of
the meal. Attach a copy of the $10 Meal Challenge
worksheet to the back of the poster. Additional

CLASS 10520 —- COMMUNICATION

An exhibit that shows learning about written, oral, and
visual communication skills in their many forms.
Includes learning from participation in Theatre Arts
projects or programs including puppets, stage design,
etc. May include original creative writing, poetry, fiction
and non-fiction, etc.
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CLASS 10530 - 4-H POSTER COMMUNICATIONS
A special poster exhibit to visually tell a story or idea
about 4-H to the general public. Exhibitors must use
one of the following themes:

Poster Communication Special Rules:

1. Participants may only have one poster advance to
the lowa State Fair.

4. Posters may be vertical or horizontal. Posters may
be any medium: watercolor, ink, crayon, acrylic,
charcoal, oils, or collage.

CLASS 10540 — DIGITAL STORYTELLING

Any exhibit that demonstrates the application of
technology to produce a creative movie/film/video.
Exhibits may include a finished movie or video, creation
of a detailed storyboard, editing techniques using
digital video software, production techniques, or other
display to share what was learned. Copyright
permission must be obtained for any non-original
material included as part of a film/movie/video.

CLASS 10550 — LEADERSHIP
An exhibit that shows learning about leadership skills
and influencing others in a positive way.
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CLASS 1 0 5-6SELF DETERMINED
An exhibit that shows learning as part of your 4-H
adventure and does not fit any other class.

SCIENCE, ENGINEERING &
TECHNOLOGY

CLASS 10610 - MECHANICS

Any exhibit that shows skills or learning about general
mechanics or engineering solutions or that involve a
combination of skills.

CLASS 10612 - AUTOMOTIVE

Repaired or restored vehicle or educational display
showing learning about an automotive idea including
automotive maintenance, auto operations, auto safety,
or automotive systems.

CLASS 10614 - ELECTRIC

Constructed or repaired article or educational display
that shows skills or learning about electric wiring,
appliances, lighting, electrical energy sources, safety,
etc.

CLASS 10615 - SMALL ENGINE

Repaired or restored operating engine or educational
display or other type exhibit that shows skills or
learning about small engines. This class includes
repaired or restored lawn tractors, small motorcycles,
go-karts, etc.

CLASS 10616 - TRACTOR

Repaired or restored tractor (or educational display
showing learning related to tractors, tractor mechanics,
tractor operations, or tractor safety.

CLASS 10618 - WELDING
Constructed item or educational display that shows
skills or learning about welding.

CLASS 10620 - WOODWORKING

Any exhibit that shows learning about wood,
woodworking techniques, and safe uses of
woodworking tools and machines. Exhibits may include
newly constructed or refinished/reclaimed/restored
wood items.
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CLASS 1 0 6 3SCIENCE, ENGINEERING &
TECHNOLOGY

Any exhibit that shows learning about or helps explain
how science and technology help us interact with the
world. Topics include aerospace, biological and
chemical sciences, computers and networking, earth
and climate, geospatial mapping (GPS/GIS), robotics,
or any other application of Science, Engineering or
Technology.

CLASS 1 0 6 SAEROSPACE

Educational display or other exhibit (including flyable
models) showing learning about an aerospace idea or
topic.

CLASS 1 0 6 -3ROBOTICS

Educational display or other exhibit (including working
robots) that shows learning about robotics and robotic
systems

Science, Engineering and Technology Special

Rules:

1. Exhibitors entered in the 4-H Science, Engineering
& Technology classes may not enter in similar FFA
Ag Mechanics classes and vice-versa.

HORTICULTURE

1. Exhibits should be an outgrowth of participation in
the horticulture project of home garden, vegetable
crop or flower gardening.

2. All entries must have been grown by the exhibitor
as a 4-H project.

3. Each exhibit should be labeled as to what species
and variety of fruit, vegetable, herb, flower or
house plant on a 3 & 5 dndex card.

1. The vegetable display must include five or more
different vegetable crops grown in the exhibitor&
home garden. More than one variety of any
particular vegetable can be displayed; however, not
more than four items of the same vegetable can be
displayed. For example, four tomatoes would
constitute one vegetable, e.g., one large red slicing,
one cherry tomato, one yellow tomato and one
processing tomato.

2. The container display will be reduced one placing if
it contains more than four vegetables of any one
kind, e.g., more than four beans. The amount of
produce exhibited should fit into the container and
specimens may not overflow onto the table.

3. The vegetables should be prepared for exhibit as
instructed in 4H-462, fHarvesting and Preparing
Vegetables for Exhibit.0

4. Any decorative basket, box or other decorative
container, not larger than one-half bushel in size,
can be used.

5. The exhibit will be judged 75% for the cultural
perfection of the vegetables and 25% for decorative
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arrangement. A special variety card will be
provided and MUST accompany the exhibit with
each crop clearly labeled as to the variety.

The vegetables will be placed and awarded premiums
on the basis of weight as ascertained by the Supt.
